The Emulsion to Combustion™ (“E2C”) system is simple, reliable and easily installed on boilers or diesel engines to 
produce and deliver water-in-oil emulsion at the point of combustion.  The Cottell Cavitational Processing 
Reactor™ creates the emulsion continuously and allows the benefit of emulsion as a fuel to be realized without 
modification of storage facilities.  In most cases it quickly pays for itself in fuel savings. It also makes major 
reductions in the harmful production of NOx and Particulate Matter (Soot).

�  The E2C generates an unstabilized emulsion in close proximity to the point of combustion, allowing no time 

or opportunity for separation.  The system makes and delivers such emulsion by using cavitation instead of 
chemical surfactant additives.    

�  E2C emulsion contains particles of water (inside the oil) large enough to explode when they hit the high 
heat of the combustion chamber, thereby further atomizing the oil in which the droplet resides.  This 
secondary atomization creates finer oil droplets which exposes more oil surface area to combustion.  The 
increased oil surface area allows for more complete and faster combustion thus extracting more of the 
energy that is already in the oil than would other known means.
